Calamagrostis x acutiflora Karl
Foerster — Foerster’s feather reed grass

Height: 18-24” Spread: 2’ Flower stalks: 6’
Create stunning vertical effects with feathery flower spikes that emerge reddish-brown in spring, turn
golden to buff in fall. Blooms 2 to 3 weeks earlier than common feather reed grass. Use stalks as cut
flowers. Semi-evergreen perennial; sterile seeds. 2001 Perennial Plant of the Year.



Carex — Sedge

Height: 2-3' Spread: 2-3’



Festuca glauca — Blue Fescue

Height: 8” Spread: 8”

Fine textured deep metallic blue foliage forms a neat, compact mound. Form is near perfect hemisphere
coveted by modern garden designers for geometric compositions. Among the easiest and most adaptable
of all blue grasses. Short feathery blooms in late summer provide a unique visual change. Superb rock
garden plant or add to containers for high contrast dynamics. Found in Asian inspired themes in irregular
groupings with stones. Adds great foliage color to beds and borders. Evergreen grass. Full sun. Fast-
growing, dense mounds



Hakonechloa macra ‘Aureola’ —
Japanese forest grass

Height: 18” Spread: 20 ft
An elegant grass worthy of a spot in every garden. Its narrow, arching leaves are striped with bright green
and gold. They ripple in the gentlest breeze and add vitality to the garden. This grass has many uses: as
a groundcover, to edge a pathway, cascading down a bank like a golden waterfall or setting off shrubs or
other perennials. It is sensational in a container. In late summer, Japanese forest grass produces airy
seedheads that dance above its foliage. As fall temperatures cool, the foliage takes on pink tints, finally
turning butterscotch before collapsing in winter.



Helictotrichon sempervirens — Blue oat
grass

Height: 2-3’ Spread: 2-3’
Graceful fountains of colorful bright blue-gray blades form neat ornamental clumps that combine well with
other grasses. Reliable and attractive accent, specimen, perfect for rock gardens. Evergreen. Full sun.



Miscanthus sinensis ‘Morning Light’
— Maiden Grass

Height: 4-5° Spread: 3-4’

Featuring blue-green foliage with white margins, ‘Morning Light’ is a silvery addition to the border. Dense
seed heads in late summer and early autumn provide movement in the garden. This adaptable large-scale
grass is easy to grow and handsome. It should be cut to the ground in late winter and requires no other
maintenance.



Miscanthus sinensis ‘Gracillimus’ —
Maiden Grass

Height: 5-6° Spread: 3-4’

One of the oldest and best know Miscanthus cultivars. A large grass with a thin leaf blade, giving it a finer
texture than the other Miscanthus. Dense upright grey green foliage that forms a vase handsome clump.
The plume when it first emerges is burgundy or dark pink. Autumn foliage turns a good orange in cool
areas.



Miscanthus sinensis ‘Strictus’ —
Porcupine Grass

Height: 8' Spread: 3-4’
Improved habit to this neat, more upright form. Green foliage is highlighted by dramatic horizontal golden
bands. Reddish-bronze plumes above the foliage in summer. Good as a specimen or in groups.



Miscanthus sinensis ‘Purpurascens’
— Flame Grass

Height: 3-4‘ Spread: 3-4’
Slightly gray-green blades in summer turn brilliant red-orange in fall, attractive coloring lasting through the
winter. Mauve-colored feathery plumes reach to 2 feet above the foliage. A focal point for the border.
Compact, upright clumps.



Panicum virgatum ‘Heavy Metal’
Maiden Grass

Height: 36” Spread: 30”
Stiffly erect blades are metallic blue-gray during the season, becoming yellow in autumn. Loose, broad,
weeping plumes of purple-green spikelets, bloom stalks rise above the foliage. Quite handsome when
used in groups. Herbaceous. Full to partial sun.



Pennisetum orientale ‘Karley Rose’
— Karly Rose Fountain Grass

Height: 36” Spread: 24" Flower stalk: 5’
Very upright and clumping grass, with dark green foliage. Large, rich dusky pink plumes dance above
mounding foliage in early summer. Excellent for midseason interest and fall color. Ideal clumping upright
grass for open spaces or containers. Herbaceous. Full to partial sun.



Pennisetum alopecuroides ‘Little
Bunny’ — Little Bunny Dwarf
Fountain Grass

Height: 10-12” Spread: 10-12”
Most dwarf of the fountain grasses, displaying fluffy, buff colored blooms. Terrific contrast when used
among shrubs, in rock gardens, or in perennial beds. Dark green foliage turns golden russet in fall. Full
sun. Slow-growing mound.



Pennisetum alopecuroides ‘Hameln’ —
Dwarf Fountain Grass

Height: 2-3’ Spread: 1-2’
Attractive grass highlighted by fluffy, buff-colored plumes arching above foliage. Terrific contrast when
used among shrub or backdrop for perennial bed. Dark green tufted blades turn golden russet in fall.
Herbaceous. Full sun. Moderate grower mounding.
