Calamagrostis x acutiflora Karl
Foerster — Foerster’s feather reed grass

Height: 18-24" Spread: 2’ Flower stalks: 6’
Create stunning vertical effects with feathery flower spikes that emerge reddish-brown in spring, turn
golden to buff in fall. Blooms 2 to 3 weeks earlier than common feather reed grass. Use stalks as cut
flowers. Semi-evergreen perennial; sterile seeds. 2001 Perennial Plant of the Year.



Echinacea magnus
Purple Coneflower

Height: 3' Spread: 16~
Form:

Remains one of the finest border plants. Coarse deep green 8" leaves are serrated and act as a pleasing
foil for smaller plants. Flower petals radiate downward from a pronounced central seed head. Long lasting
as a cut flower, and attractive to butterflies. Flowers abound in early summer, then continue until frost.
Perennial Plant Association 1998 Plant of the Year.



Geranium
Geranium ‘Rozanne’

Height: 20" Spread: 24"
Form: Groundcover
Provides an incredible display of showy, blue-violet flowers from early spring through to the first frost. A great
groundcover geranium. Large deep blue flowers. Autumn foliage is a brownish red. Cut back to about 3" high
after initial bloom to promote tighter habit and more re-bloom in cool climates, seldom needs dividing.



Hemerocallis (varied)
Daylilies

Height: 16-36” Spread: 18-24"
Form: upright
Selected for their abundance of blossoms, vibrant colors, and hardiness in a variety of climates and soils.
Carefree, pest resistant and free of daylily rust disease - outstanding. They even grow under Black Walnut
trees and along salted driveways.



Hosta Sieboldiana Funkia
Frances Willlam Hosta

Height: 36" Spread: 24"
Form: upright
Large rounded green blue leaves. A wide golden variegation circles each leaf. White flowers borne just
above foliage in late summer. This one is an American Hosta Society Distinguished Merit Award Winner.

Height: 20" Spread: 14"
Form: upright
Almost silver foliage with the deepest purple blue flowers. Its ornamental compact habit along with gray
green scented foliage make it a welcome addition to the perennial border. Flowers in summer. Use itin
dry gardens, barren slopes, or bordering a sunny path.



Pennisetum alopecuroides ‘Hameln’
Dwarf Fountain Grass

Height: 2-3’ Spread: 1-2’
Attractive grass highlighted by fluffy, buff-colored plumes arching above foliage. Terrific contrast when
used among shrub or backdrop for perennial bed. Dark green tufted blades turn golden russet in fall.
Herbaceous. Full sun. Moderate grower mounding.



Perovskia atriplicifolia
Russian Sage

Height: 2-4' Spread: 2-3’
Form:
Long spikes of silvery-blue flowers accent its complimentary silver-gray spicy foliage. Flowers almost two
months from the summer into the fall. Shrub size semi-woody plants for full sun. Russian Sage should not
be cut back further than 12" after frost in the fall, leaving some stem buds for next year's growth. Drought
tolerant.



Sedum x ‘Autumn Joy’
Autumn Joy Stonecrop

Height: 24" Spread: 18~
Form: upright
Bold clusters of closely packed, rosy pink flowers appear in late summer, age to a salmon bronze and
finish with a deep coppery red in fall. An easy-to-grow plant that not only tolerates drought, but seems to
thrive in it. This brilliant display of color attracts butterflies.



Campanula carpatica 'Blue Clips'
‘Blue Clips’ Bellflower

Height: 12" Spread: 12~
Form: Low Growing
A low growing spreading plant — an attractive mound of green leaves and large violet-blue cup-shaped
flowers. Once in bloom, remove faded flowers to promote additional flowering; blooms July-September.
Ideal for sunny borders or rock gardens.
