
Abies concolor - White Fir

Height: 50 ft Spread: 20 ft
White Fir offers distinctively soft foliage.  White fir can take exposure and will withstand heat and drought 

better than most firs.



Acer griseum –Paperbark Maple

Height: 20 ft Spread: 20 ft Form: rounded
This small tree has rich reddish-brown exfoliating bark that is beautiful all year long, especially in winter 

when accentuated by snow. The deep green tri-foliate leaves turn fiery red-orange to yellow in fall. 



Acer palmatum - Japanese Maple

Height: 20 ft Spread: 20 ft Form: rounded
Japanese maple cultivars provide interesting variations in leaf color and pattern but most are slow 

growers. A tendency to leaf out early makes these maples susceptible to spring frosts.  Protect them from 
drying winds and direct sun.



Acer Rubrum – Red Maple

Height: 30-50 ft Spread: 15-30 ft
Form: Pyramidal 

Outstanding large fall color tree. Bright orange to deep reddish-purple foliage color is reliable This maple 
produces a tall, rounded form bearing light green foliage in spring and summer. A super choice for high 

profile shade tree in front or backyard. 



Acer saccharum –Sugar Maple

Height: 60-70 ft Spread: 40-60 ft
Form: Oval

Beautiful shade tree with an upright oval to broad form with stout solid branches. Dark green foliage turns 
a dazzling mixture of yellow, orange and scarlet in autumn. 



Amelanchier lamarckii- Serviceberry

Height: 15-25 ft Spread: 20 ft
Extraordinary eastern American native tree is superior for landscaping. Blooms in spring before leaves 

with white racemes that cover the whole tree like snow. These are followed by small black fruits that ripen 
in summer and are relished by birds. Grey green foliage turns a brilliant yellow to scarlet, its most 

desirable feature. Produces an upright multi-branched tree. Suited to understory as a native or use as a 
more traditional accent tree. 0



Betula nigra - River Birch

Height: 25-40 ft Spread: 25-35 ft
It displays a light reddish brown cinnamon bark that peels and flakes to give that beautiful look that the 

birch family is noted for. The River Birch has dark green summer foliage and turns a golden yellow in the 
fall. Native, graceful branching, best not to prune in spring - sap "bleeds“.  This deciduous tree can 

withstand extended periods of flooding. The River Birch trees are beautiful in the summer and winter, are 
widely adaptable, and heat tolerant.



Betula papyrifera - White Birch

Height: 50-70 ft Spread: 25-35 ft
The graceful form and attractive white bark of paper birch make it a prized species for ornamental planting 

and landscaping around homes and public buildings.  On young trees, trunk bark is reddish-brown but 
turns to its characteristic white colour as the tree matures. The trunk generally divides into several arching 

branches. 



Cercis canadensis – Eastern Redbud

Height: 20-30 ft Spread: 25-35 ft
Beautiful in the landscape valued for its timing.  Redbuds are one of the first plants to bloom in spring.  
The rosy-pink flowers appear on bare branches bridging the gap between winter and spring! Leaves 

appear after the blooms. Leaves have a true heart shape and nice green color. Showy yellow foliage in 
fall. The Forest Pansy has a darker purple bloom than other redbuds. 



Cercidiphyllum japonicum -
Katsuratree

Height: 40-60 ft Spread: 20-30 ft
Form: Pyramidal

Delicate looking leaves are similar in shape to Redbud. Needs lots of moisture in early years to get 
established. Fall colors are pink to red or sometimes yellow. When leaves change color in fall they emit a 

sweet smell like cotton candy. 



Cornus florida var. rubra – Pink 
Flowering Dogwood

Height: 30 ft Spread: 30 ft
Flowers that range from pink to reddish. 



Cornus florida 'Cherokee Princess' -
Flowering Dogwood

Height: 30 ft Spread: 30 ft
This form blooms at an early age, with very large white flowers -- up to 5" across. It blooms heavily and 

reliably every year. It's always ranked near the top of dogwood evaluations.



Fagus sylvatica - Tricolor Beech

Height: 25-35 ft Spread: 18-25 ft
Striking foliage is purple with irregular pinkish-white and rose borders, giving an overall pink effect. A 

colorful addition to the landscape. 



Ginkgo biloba - Maidenhair Tree

Height: 40-50 ft Spread: 30-40 ft
The Ginkgo is truly an interesting tree. This ancient tree bears an excellent, almost picturesque, growth 

habit with excellent bright yellow fall color. Its most striking characteristic though is its unusual "pear-
shaped" foliage capable of tolerating extreme conditions of air pollution and disease. This is simply one of 
those gems widely overlooked as an excellent choice for the boulevard or yard. Somewhat slow growing.



Gleditsia triacanthos – Thornless Honey 
Locust

Height: 50-60’ ft Spread: 50 ft 
A popular tree because of its rapid growth and small leaves which provide filtered shade, but does not 

generate a mess to clean up in fall.



Liriodendron tulipifera – Tuliptree

Height: 70-90 ft Spread: 30-50 ft 
Its leaves are distinctive—shaped somewhat like a tulip in outline. In June this majestic tree produces 

lime-green, tulip-shaped flowers marked with a tangerine chevron at the base. The flowers are large, but 
sometimes hard to see, as they are nestled among the green leaves. 



Picea glauca ‘densata’ – Black Hills 
Spruce

Height: 40 ft Spread: 20 ft
Slower growing than the species and have denser, darker green foliage. 



Picea glauca – White Spruce

Height: 60 ft Spread: 20 ft
The White Spruce is a medium to fast growing (2ft plus) evergreen that has a light green or even bluish 

colored needles that are about 1 inch long. It has a strong evergreen smell when crushed and is one way 
to tell it from other spruce. It never drops its needles and can stay on for as long as 20 years. Its branches 

extend clear to the ground giving excellent low level wind protection. 



Picea pungens glauca – Colorado Blue 
Spruce

Height: 30-60 ft Spread: 10-20 ft
Bluish foliage, renowned blue spruce. Very symmetrical form. Sharp, 1-inch-long needles. 



Pinus flexilis 'Vanderwolf's Pyramid' 
–Fastigiate Limber Pine

Height: 20-30 ft Spread: 15-20 ft
Form: Pyramidal

This pine has a uniformly ascending branching habit. Striking bluish-green color. 



Pinus strobus 'Fastigiata' –

Columnar White Pine

Height: 60 ft Spread: 20 ft
Form: Columnar

Fast-growing and naturally symmetrical.  The ideal screen, barrier, or specimen planting, with densely-
held, upswept branching and soft, fine-textured blue-green foliage. Slender 6-inch-long cones dot the 

foliage, remaining on the tree over a long season. Elegant and easy! 



Pinus strobus – Eastern White Pine

Height: 50-80 ft Spread: 20-40 ft
Form: Pyramidal

It carries long, soft bluish green needles with large brown cones. 



Pseudotsuga menziesii – Douglas 
Fir

Height: 60-80 ft Spread: 20 ft
Form: conical

Rich green or blue-green foliage. Extremely dense when sheared. Great choice for screening or stand 
alone specimen. 



Pyrus calleryana – Bradford Pear

Height: 30-40 ft Spread: 10 ft
Form: Pyramidal to Tear drop

A beautiful tree that is attractive in all four seasons. It produces masses of white flowers in early spring, 
followed by bright, glossy green, disease resistant foliage. Leaves turn a deep to reddish-purple in mid to 
late fall to provide spectacular fall color. Aristocrat Flowering Pear trees have a more dominant trunk and 

open form that helps this deciduous, flowering species, to be less susceptible to wind damage. 



Quercus palustris – Pin Oak

Height: 60-80 ft Spread:  30-40 ft
Form: Pyramidal

A very tough, easy-to-grow tree that demands little except enough space to spread.  From a distance, pin 
oak’s silhouette is pleasing, both in winter, when its smooth, grey-brown bark is revealed, and in summer 

with its deeply cut, pointed, dark green leaves. It produces small, squat acorns and its autumn leaves 
change to bright red then bronze-brown. The fall color appears to last a long time because the leaf-color 

change is so gradual. Always prune Oaks while dormant to protect from Oak wilt.
