Red Chokeberry

Form: upright

Red Chokeberry is grown for its excellent red fall color and profuse production of red fruits. The white 
flowers precede the fruit but are not as ornamental.  The leaves turn bright red in the fall. Red Chokeberry 

will adapt to wet or dry soils.



Azalea (Varied)

Azaleas have commanded a prominent place in the landscape of many U.S. gardens for many years. The 
brilliant Azalea blooms, with their large jewel-like flower trusses, add interest and pizzazz to an otherwise 

boring landscape. 



Berberis thunbergii var. atropurpurea ‘Nana’
Crimson Pygmy Barberry

Height: 18-24” Spread:  ft 
Form: 

A dwarf selection of Japanese Red Barberry that is great for use as a low growing hedge or singular 
accent plant. Thrives in poor sandy soils and in full sun.



Buxus microphylla japonica 
Littleleaf Boxwood 

Height: 2-6’ Spread: 2-6’
Form: Rounded

A slow growing broadleaf evergreen that requires little care. Foliage retains its rich green color throughout 
winter.   It adds color and texture to the landscape. Excellent evergreen shrub for small hedges. Maintain 
size and shape with pruning.  May suffer winterburn in colder climates. The plant is best grown where the 

root zone can be mulched and left undisturbed. 



Chamaecyparis obtusa (varied)
Hinoki Falsecypress

There are many cultivars, some quite dwarf. Other cultivars have excellent foliage coloration or unusual 
growth habit. 



Cornus (varied) 
Red Twig Dogwood

Current year’s growth features outstanding coral-red branches on a multi-stemmed shrub. Yellowish-white 
flowers are followed by small blue berries. An effective winter accent. 



Cotoneaster (varied)

Superb low hedge formed by spreading branches that display an interesting herringbone pattern. Large 

beautiful red berries brighten the winter landscape. 



Euonymus alatus 'Compactus‘
Dwarf Burning Bush

Sensational accent or hedge desired for the intense scarlet red fall coloring. Interesting compact, 
mounded form displays attractive rich green leaves spring through summer. 



Fothergilla major 'Mount Airy' 
Mount Airy Fothergilla

An Allegheny Mountain native with interest in three seasons. White flowers bloom in spring, and born in 
upright spikes resembling a bottle brush. Blossoms bear a sweet honey scent. Lush summer foliage is 

dark green with faint blue tints, then turns striking yellow and orange in the fall. Elegant choice for 
foundation planting. Superior woodland plant for naturalizing. Deciduous shrub.



Fothergilla gardenii
Dwarf Fothergilla

Height: 3-4 ft Spread: 3-4 ft 
Form: 

Valuable plant used for hedges and borders. Attractive in 3 seasons; fragrant showy white spring flowers, 
blue-green leaves in summer and brilliant yellow, red, orange fall coloring. Low, dense, bushy shrub. 



Hibiscus syriacus (varied)
Rose of Sharon

Height: 8 ft Spread: 4 ft Form: rounded
Rose of Sharon is a medium-sized ornamental shrub which can also be limbed up into small tree 

form. Native to China and India, it offers continuous blooms from July through September -- usually very 
late in the afternoon. In full sun to partial shade the the 4" wide, single or double-flowering, large-petaled, 

very showy flowers adorn the plant throughout the Summer.



Hydrangea arborescens 'Annabelle‘
Annabelle Hydrangea

Height: 4’ Spread: 6’
Form: Pyramidal

Discovered in an Anna, Illinois, garden, 'Annabelle' is perhaps the most popular old-fashioned shrub 
grown in American gardens today. From early summer till fall, it produces enormous 12-inch snowballs of 

pure white. Interestingly, the flower size increases as the season continues, so that the final flush is an 
extraordinary show! 'Annabelle' is shade-tolerant but also enjoys heat and humidity. Very easy to grow 

once established, it is a lovely source of fresh and dried arrangements.



Hydrangea macrophylla ‘Endless 
Summer’ Endless Summer Hydrangea

Height: 3-5 ft Spread: 3-5 ft 
Form: rounded

Welcome news to gardeners in northern areas, flower color is pink in alkaline soils and blue in acidic. The 
flower mops can range from four to six inches in diameter, and the foliage is a lush medium-to-deep 

green.   



Hydrangea paniculata ‘Tardiva’
Tardiva Hydrangea  

Height: 3-6 ft Spread: 3-6 ft 
Form: 

Super late season flowers extend garden color into November! Lacy white flowers are stunning under the 
autumn moon, and tinted with pale pink as season progresses. Award winning cold hardy shrub for 

foundation plantings or encourage it to open tree form as a charming fall accent. Prune in winter or early 
spring. Good cutting flowers. 



Hydrangea quercifolia
Oakleaf hydrangea 

Height: 6-7 ft Spread: 6-9 ft
Form: rounded

Large showy shrub for all seasons. Large, dark green, leathery leaves that withstand hot sun, strong 
winds, and heavy rain. Huge white panicle blooms in summer turn to pink in Fall. Large oakleaf-shaped 
leaves turn reddish-purple in Fall. Excellent in shady foundation plantings, islands, or perennial shade 

gardens. 



Ilex verticillata
Winterberry

Height: 8 ft Spread: 8 ft
Form: 

A profusion of bright red berries brighten the winter landscape on the oval-rounded form, providing food 
for birds. A male pollenizer, such as Jim Dandy Winterberry, required for berry set. Extremely hardy. 



Ilex glabra
Inkberry

Height: 6-8 ft Spread: 6-8 ft 
Form: 

Inkberry is a great evergreen plant for perennial borders, hedges or simply for naturalizing in low-
maintenance areas. It looks particularly nice when planted in groups of three or more plants. 

Classified as a rhizomous shrub, Inkberry spreads gradually from the parent plant by forming suckers 
along the root. Eventually, the plant takes on a clump-like appearance. 



Ilex meserveae ‘Blue Princess’/Blue 
Prince

Blue Princess / Blue Prince Holly 

Height: 8-10’ Spread: 6-8’
Form: rounded

A profusion of bright red berries fall through winter. Use Blue Prince holly as a pollenizer for berry set. 
Displays dense blue-green foliage on purple stems. Evergreen. 



Ilex meserveae ‘China Girl’/China Boy 
China Girl / China Boy Holly

Height: 8-10’ Spread: 6-8’
Form: rounded

This mounding shrub boasts a profusion of bright red berries each fall. Dense branching habit takes 
shearing well. Excellent heat tolerance. Use China Boy® holly as a pollenizer. Evergreen. 



Itea virginica ‘Henry's Garnet’
Henry’s Garnet Sweetspire

Height: 5-6 ft Spread: 6 ft 
Brilliant red-purple fall foliage color lasts into winter to make this a standout in the landscape. Fragrant 

white flower spikes add to the year round interest of this award winning plant. 



Juniperus chinensis ‘Sea Green’
Sea Green Juniper

Height: 4-6 ft Spread: 6-7 ft
Form: Groundcover

This is a fine textured evergreen with attractive dark mint-green foliage and low, fountain-like arching 
branches; holds color well through the Winter! An outstanding form for any landscape. Many uses 

including accent plants, borders, windbreaks, and screens.



Juniperus conferta ‘Blue Pacific’
Blue Pacific Juniper

Height: 1 ft Spread: 6-7 ft
Form: Groundcover

Wonderful appearance to the low-spreading form making a superb ground cover, group planting or single 
specimen. Dense blue-green foliage. Variety is more heat tolerant. Evergreen. Full sun. 



Juniperus scopulorum ‘Wichita Blue’
Wichita Blue Juniper

Height: 10-15 ft Spread: 4-6 ft
Form: 

A handsome, broadly pyramidal form makes this an excellent choice for screens, hedges, background 
plant, or lawn specimen. Silver-blue foliage retains brilliant color all year. 



Juniperus virginiana ‘Skyrocket’
Skyrocket Juniper

Height: 15-20 ft Spread: 2-3 ft
Form: 

Stately, columnar form makes this probably the narrowest juniper available; resembles a skyrocket! 
Durable and versatile, best grouped to form a colorful bluish-gray screen or garden accent. 



Microbiota decussata
Russian Cypress 

Height: 12” Spread: 6 ft 
Form: Groundcover

Here is the shade-loving evergreen for the new millennium, my new, favorite, ground-hugging shrub. 
Foliage resembles that of an arborvitae, but adds the neat trick of turning bronze in fall and winter, before 

greening up – seemingly overnight – when it clicks back to life in spring. It likes it cool, making it a 
wonderful understory plant in the mixed evergreen/deciduous shrub border. Soil must be well-drained, or 

the plant may suffer root-rot. Morning sun/afternoon shade, dappled shade, really any kind of shade 
except full shade serves this plant well. As it matures you can prune it into any number of contorted 

shapes, so that it curves and twists exactly where you want it to spread and cover. Let the snow cover it in 
winter, but fear not if snow cover is sparse – winterburn is not in this plant’s vocabulary. 



Physocarpus opulifolius ‘Monlo’
Diablo Ninebark

Height: 8-10 ft Spread: 8-10 ft 
Form:

Selected for the intense reddish-purple foliage on upright, arching branches. Provides excellent color 
contrast when used in the border, or as a hedge or screen. Added contrast to the dark foliage are 

summer`s clusters of creamy-white flowers. Foliage can tend to become dark green in excessive heat of 
summer and when grown in partial shade. 



Potentilla fruticosa ‘Abbotswood’
Abbotswood Potentilla

Height: 2-3 ft Spread: 3 ft 
Form:

Excellent shrub providing brilliant summer color with masses of bright white blooms at a time when few 
plants flower. Dwarf habit useful as a border, mass planting or as an accent. Deciduous. 



Rhododendron x 'P.J.M.'  
Rhododendron P.J.M

Height: 3-5 ft Spread: 5 ft 
Form: rounded

Durable variety with small early trusses of bright lavender-pink blooms contrasting with mahogany-brown 
winter color of rounded leaves. Stands up to heat as well as cold. Rated above average. 



Rhododendron x ‘Purple Gem’
Purple Gem Rhododendron

Height: 2 ft Spread: 3 ft 
Form: rounded

Dense-growing, dwarf shrub valued for its purplish-blue flowers and azalea-like foliage. Some protection 
from winter wind is helpful. 



Rhus aromatica ‘Gro-Low’
Gro-Low Fragrant Sumac

Height: 2-3 ft Spread: 6-8 ft 
Form: rounded

Tough ground cover for banks and areas of poor, dry soil. Divided glossy green leaves are fragrant when 
brushed against or crushed, foliage displays excellent red fall color. 



Rosa x 'Radyod' 
Blushing Knockout Rose

Height: 3-4 ft Spread: 3-4 ft 
Form: rounded

Another high profile floribunda Knock Out Rose for the landscape. The light pink color changes into a 
beautiful, soft shell pink as the bloom matures. Continuous bloom production from spring to fall without 
pause or pruning. Use among perennials in sunny, south facing foundation beds, along fence lines, at 

entries, or in rose gardens. Black spot resistant. 



Rosa x 'Radtko' 
Double Knockout Rose

Height: 3-4 ft Spread: 3-4 ft 
Form: rounded

A maintenance-free rose that continually produces self-cleaning double candy apple red flowers with a 
slight spicy fragrance from spring though fall. Unsurpassed resistance to black spot and downy mildew 

leaf diseases. An excellent low hedge or accent. Rounded, bushy and well-behaved shrub.



Spiraea x bumalda 'Anthony Waterer' 
Anthony Waterer Spirea

Height: 3-5 ft Spread: 3-5 ft 
Form: rounded

Flat-topped heads of rosy-pink flowers cover the top of this dwarf shrub, backed by bright green foliage. 
Attractive new growth is reddish purple. Use this small plant in the foreground of shrub borders.



Spiraea x bumalda 'Goldflame' 
Goldflame Spirea

Height: 3-4 ft Spread: 6 ft 
Form: rounded

Attractive bronzy new growth in spring matures to soft yellow-green handsomely backing the crimson 
blooms in summer. Fall foliage color is coppery-orange. Great in the foreground of shrub borders. 



Spiraea japonica ‘Little Princess' 
Little Princess Spirea

Height: 3 ft Spread: 6 ft 
Form: rounded

In summer, dainty clusters of rose-pink blooms create a pleasing contrast with mint green foliage. Forms 
a neat compact round, mounding form that fits nicely in shrub borders. 



Syringa meyeri ‘Palibin’
Dwarf Korean Lilac

Height: 5’ Spread: 4’
Form: mounded

Violet-pink to purple flowers on 4" panicles, appearing in early spring, fragrant.
One of the best lilacs for flower effect and because of its compact size 'Palibin' is a great multi-purpose 

shrub. Very tolerant of urban stress, mildew resistant.



Syringa patula 'Miss Kim‘
Miss Kim Korean Lilac

Height: 6-8’ Spread: 6-8’
Form: mounded

Small deciduous shrub displays dark green foliage with burgundy tint in fall. The very fragrant and 
abundant flowers are deep purple in bud then icy blue in spring. Beautiful accent or specially trained 

topiary. 



Thuja occidentalis ‘Emerald Green’
Emerald Green Arborvitae

Height: 15 ft Spread: 4 ft 
Form: Pyramidal

Also known as White Cedar. It has a bright, lustrous, emerald green color all year and does not fade in 
winter. It is very compact and tightly growing.   Makes an excellent screen. hedge, or windbreak when 
spaced at 4' apart.  Grows well in ordinary soils and does especially well in swampy areas and alkaline 

soils. 



Thuja occidentalis ‘Nigra’
American Arborvitae

Height: 18 ft Spread: 5 ft 
Form: Pyramidal

The American Arborvitae has a natural pyramidal shape, broad at the base and tapering to the top. Fan-
shaped leaflets are lush green. Makes one of the finest year-round hedges. Perfect for windscreens.



Viburnum carlesii
Korean Spice Viburnum

Height: 5 ft Spread: 5 ft Form: rounded
In spring, Korean Spice Viburnum produces fragrant white flowers tinged with pink. The fall foliage color is 

reddish to wine red. Fruits are produced but are usually eaten by the birds.



Viburnum rhytidophylloides 'Allegheny' 
Allegheny Viburnum

Height: 10 ft Spread: 10 ft 
Form: rounded

Attractive, dense rounded grower makes a great hedge, screen or windbreak. Large clusters of fragrant 
white flowers followed by showy red fruit that matures to black. Evergreen to semi-evergreen. 



Viburnum plicatum tomentosum 'Mariesii'
Doublefile Viburnum

Height: 6-8 ft Spread: 8-10 ft 
Form: rounded

Broadly rounded form to this medium size deciduous shrub. Its dense tiered horizontal branches 
magnificently display the profusion of large flower clusters. Red fruit in fall is very ornamental. 



Viburnum x juddii
Judd Viburnum

Height: 6-8 ft Spread: 6-8 ft 
Form: rounded

An elegant American hybrid bearing densely packed three lobed leaves in an attractive bright green color. 
Blooms in mid to late spring with sweetly scented softball sized flowers. Produces a profusion of pink 
tinted white flowers in the traditional lacecap form with a ring of sterile florets surrounding a bunch of 
fertile flowers in the center. Autumn fruits are red black. Foliage turns purple red in the fall. Beautiful 

specimen for foundation planting and borders. Naturalizes well for wild garden compositions with 
northeastern natives. 



Viburnum trilobum
American Cranberry

Height: 8-12 ft Spread: 8-12 ft 
Form: rounded

In late spring, it has flat-topped clusters of white flowers (not fragrant), followed by clusters of bright red 
berries in early fall through winter. Although they hold well and can be used for jellies and preserves, they 
are also enjoyed by birds. Plants can be so heavily laden with berries that the branches may droop almost 
to the ground. Fall foliage varies from green to yellow, red, and purple. This is a very handsome shrub for 

sun or light shade in good, well-drained, but moist soil. 



Taxus cuspidata 'Monloo' 
Emerald Spreader Yew

Height: 30” Spread: 8-10 ft 
Form: Groundcover

The ideal low maintenance choice for large scale ground cover and embankment plantings or low hedges. 
Retains dark green foliage color in the coldest of winters. Red berries in winter. Evergreen. 



Taxus x media ‘Hicksii' 
Hick’s Yew

Height: 10-12’ Spread: 3-4’
Form:

Excellent evergreen shrub for tall hedges, displaying glossy dark green needle-like foliage. Long, upright-
growing branches form a narrow, columnar habit. Provide well drained soil for best performance.
